Let us
fill the Sanctuary — each person doing his or her part, one person at a time, family
by family.

Come to this year’s Passover Gathering. It will be a brief period of spiritual peace.

A time of healing and rejuvenation. A time of joy and spirit. A time to recall our
liberation as a people in ancient times, and to thank God for the freedoms we enjoy
today. It will be a time for us to be “together” as a congregation, facing a bright
“tomorrow.”

The Talmud says “When a large crowd of Jews comes together, God is glorified.”
Let us come together for God's glory, for our own spiritual well-being, for our nation,
our people and our synagogue.

Cindy and |, our children, and all of the members of the synagogue professional staff
join in extending to you our heartfelt best wishes that this festival season will be filled
with joy and peace. May it be a time for expressing love to those who are dearest, and
achieving reconciliation among those who have been estranged. During this season,
when we remember our exodus from Egypt, the most formative event in the history of
our people, may we rededicate ourselves to living full, intense, and productive lives as
Jews and as human beings.
